All matches will be conducted with using current International Judo Federation Contest Rules with the following modifications:
· True double elimination.
· Round robin for five (5) or fewer competitors.
· Wins count first and points count second in round robin divisions.
· Ippon = 10 points, Waza-ari = 5 points, Hantei = 3 points, Hansoku-make = 10 points
· International Judo Federation rules with the following modifications:
· Armlocks are allowed in Senior Brown/Black Divisions ONLY
· Choking is allowed in 13 years old division and older. 
· Choking is NOT ALLOWED for all Novice divisions and ages 60 and above. 
· These actions are STRICTLY PROHIBITED while in TACHIWAZA (standing position) and is APPLICABLE TO ALL CATEGORIES.
· The TORI (attacker) may NOT “dive”, onto the tatami by bending forward and downward while performing or attempting to perform techniques such as Uchimata, Haraigoshi, Seoinage, Taiotoshi, Kataguruma, Tsurigoshi, and etc. Additionally, it is forbidden to somersault forward when the UKE (receiver/defender) is on the shoulders or the back of the TORI. In these situations, the TORI will be penalized with a DIRECT HANSOKUMAKE. The DIRECT HANSOKUMAKE will DISQUALIFY the TORI from further competition for the rest of the tournament.
· The UKE (defender) is STRICTLY PROHIBITED from using their head on the tatami/mat to defend against the TORI’s attack/technique. Should the UKE, in this situation, use their head on the tatami/mat, the UKE will be penalized with a DIRECT HANSOKUMAKE. The DIRECT HANSOKUMAKE will DISQUALIFY the UKE from further competition for the rest of the tournament.
· Golden score will be used in all divisions. Golden score duration will be equal to that of the regulation time of the division. 2 minutes for 5-6, 7-8. 3 minutes for 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15-16 and senior novice. 4 minutes for Senior brown/black.
· Contest area shall be 7 x 7 meters with 4-meter adjoining safety areas and a 4 meter out of bounds area.
· Rest periods - Rest periods will not exceed the length of a match.
· The CARE system will be used on all competition areas.
· White Judo Gis are Required for all divisions, Blue Judo Gis are not required for Junior Divisions. 
· Blue Judo Gis are Encouraged for all Brown & Black Belt Senior Divisions.
· Drop Knee Techniques ARE NOT Permitted for ALL divisions under 13 years of age! However, Hansokumake will be strictly enforced for improper technique! 
· Match times will be 4 minutes for women’s & men’s senior brown and black belt divisions.
· Match times will be 3 minutes for senior under brown belt divisions
· Match times will be 3 minutes for juniors 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15-17.
· Match times will be 2 minutes for juniors 5-6, 7-8.
· All athletes must be in Judo Gi to receive awards.

All divisions will be grouped once registration closes. The listed divisions are placeholders and general weight classes are set up so we can get a general idea of the divisions. 
Please note that we will be grouping people as close in weight as possible with each other to ensure the maximum number of matches.
We will do our best to separate the same dojo participants from being in the same division. However, this is not always possible. If approved, we can change participants into another age or weight bracket. Final approval by the parent is required for minors.
13-14 and 15-16 year old divisions will have two skill levels. Novice (White & Yellow Belts or less than 3 years of judo experience)(some tournaments say 6 months or less for novice) and Advanced (Yellow/Orange Belt and above). Participants may have the opportunity to compete in both. However, if a novice division is uncontested, we will move the participant into the advanced division. All competitors who fight up (I.E. 11-12 year olds fighting up to 13-14 or 13-14 novice fighting up to advanced) are subject to the rules of the higher division (I.E. choking).
The Tournament Director reserves the right to modify the divisions/entries to best serve the participants. 
· All weight division categories are subject to change depending on participants
· All contestants must compete in their own age and weight division prior to competing in a second division.
